9. PARISH CLERK’S REPORT
FINANCIAL REPORT
a) The current balance on account as at end March 2026 was £16,098.04

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10. PARISH COUNCILLORS REPORTS

12. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
The chairman raised the issue of the dead trees that needed attention and also the potholes. It was agreed a working party would need to be raised to deal with these matters.
13. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
· The Chairman asked Mr Pritchard if there was anything he wished to report on.  
Mr Pritchard referred to the village hall advertising banners just outside the village hall, and wondered if these were in keeping with the village.   A short discussion took place and it was advised the car boot banner originally on the building had been removed as this was not allowed within the Lease.  The Chairman stated it was he who had suggested the banner be put on the village hall sign temporarily.  None of the Councillors were at that point, aware of the fact two banners had been put up on a framework, but agreed to take a look when the meeting was over.  The Chairman stated the Village Hall had every right to promote events as do other halls and businesses throughout the country but suggested he would take a look and would discuss this with the village hall committee.
